A Change from Turkey.

When you are fed up using the left over Christmas Turkey why not try one of the following.

Nut Roast with Tomato Sauce

Ingredients.
8 0z Chopped Mixed Nuts 4 0z Mushrooms

1 small tin Chopped Tomatoes Large pinch
of Mixed Herbs 2 sticks of Celery, diced

4 0z Red Lentils

1 medium Carrot, grated "Squidge" Tomato
Puree

1 small Onion, finely chopped 10 fl 0z Vege-
table or Marmite Stock.

Sauce.

1 large tin Chopped Tomatoes Pinch Mixed
Herbs.

Small glass of Red Wine 2 cloves Garlic,
crushed

Method

Boil lentils for 15 minutes, drain and rinse
with boiling water. Flash-fry the mushrooms,
carrots, onion and celery until tender.

1.2.3.

Place stock, tomato puree, herbs and toma-
toes in a saucepan and bring to the boil. Re-
duce this mixture until it becomes a thin
sauce consistency. Remove from heat.

4. Add vegetables, lentils and nuts. Place
in 2 Ib Loaf Tin and press down firmly.

5. Bake at Gas Mark 5 for 1 hour or until
crispy on top.

6. To make Sauce put all ingredients in a
saucepan and boil, until reduced to a thick
sauce.

Can be served cold with salad.

Sausage and Mushroom Crumble

Ingredients

2 tbsp Oill 1 Ib Thick Sausages

1 large Onion (I use leek) 8 oz Button Mushrooms
1 large tbsp Flour 1 Beef OXO Cube.

1 tbsp Tomato Puree Salt and Pepper

Crumble Topping.

3 oz Butter 6 oz Plain Flour.

2 0z Grated Cheese 1 tbsp Chopped Parsley.
Method

1. Preheat oven to 190[C (Gas Mark 5).

2. Heatoll in a frying pan. Add the sausages and
cook over a medium heat for about 5 minutes until
sausages have browned. Remove from pan.

3. Add the onion and cook for 4-5 minutes. Add
the mushrooms and cook for 2 minutes. Stir in the
flour.

4.  Crumble the OXO cube into 1/2 a pint of boil-
ing water. Stir into the mushrooms and onion and
add the tomato puree.

5. Cut each sausage into three, return to pan and
allow to simmer until the sauce thickens. Season
and transfer to an ovenproof dish.

6. For topping, rub the butter into the flour until it
resembles breadcrumbs. Stir in the cheese and
parsley and sprinkle the mixture over the casserole.
7. Bake for 40 - 45 minutes until golden.
Preparation time 15 minutes, cooking time 40-45
minutes. Feeds 4.

Casserole base and topping can both be frozen
separately.

The topping can be used in other dishes, e.g. on
Shepherd’s Pie instead of potato, etc.

Lost Ancestors.

While on the subject of archives we
have had two enquiries through our
website from people trying to trace
their family tree. One from Canada
was in the Slough, Wooburn, Little
Marlow area & Diana has helped here
where she can but the one from Aus-
tralia is researching a little closer to
home at Horton Lock (no 31) on the
Grand Union South. His records show
so far that his ancestors William Pool/
Poole may have worked on the canals
in Buckinghamshire or around the
Fenny Stratford area. From the
Church records of Fenny Stratford in
1815 at the birth of one of his children
his occupation was shown as a Navi-
gator, at the death of his wife in 1838
he was residing at Horton Lock which
apparently was also known as Pools
Lock , a term we have not heard be-
fore. Both enquirer’s have offered
small donations for research through
our archives so if you have any knowl-
edge of Horton or “Pools Lock” let me
know.
